Keeping Your
Research Up to Date
Using RSS!

What is RSS?
RSS stands for "Really Simple Syndication”
and is a better way to be notified of new

and changed content from a website.

What does an RSS feed/button look like?

Commonly labeled with these icons:

How does RSS work?

With RSS the new information is brought to
you as an email notification. RSS saves
you the time in repeatedly checking
each website you’ve bookmarked. You
can even create specified subject search
results in RSS feed to be alerted of new
content in your subject. RSS feeds can

also be read in an “aggregator.”

What is an aggregator or RSS reader?

An RSS reader (also called an
aggregator) is a small software program
that collects and displays RSS feeds. It
allows you to scan headlines from a
number of news sources in a central
location. Just think of an RSS
aggregator/reader as a web browser for

RSS content.

New Research Database Locator

Search our revised tool to help you identify the right
database for your topic. The Research Database Locator
will indentify search engines on a wide range of subjects.

The Research Database locator is where students can begin
their research. There are three tabs on the Locator that
allow you to search By Subject or By Database. A third tab
directs you to general databases when you’re “Not Sure

Where to Start.”

Clicking a subject, results in a short list of suggested
databases. For example, in Biology you are referred to Biosis,
World of Science, Scopus, and Aquatic Sciences & Abstracts.
The results page wil also give you an option to see all
databases in a subject area and will refer you to the

designated library liaison.

Hint
When searching HOMER, remember that the
catalog will identify materials from all
campuses. Please note the Location field since
books in the Babbidge library will only be found
at Storrs.




“Data Smog” is a form of “information
pollution,” a concept that indicates that too
much information can be misleading and
not very helpful. The concept of information
overload as a deterrent to learning is not
new and has been also been attributed to
Umberto Eco when he writes that “the
excess of information has become noise.”

ACRL (Association of College & Research
Libraries) has identified Information literacy
as a means of sorting through the vast
amount of information available to all of us.
It provides the skills to know when we need
information and where to locate it
effectively and efficiently. Info Lit combines
technical skills with the ability to analyze and
evaluate the information found, whether it
comes from boaoks, scholarly sources or the
web at large.

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Finding Full-Text Articles in Databases

What options does

provide?

The UConn Links button will link to one or more
of the following:

« full-text of the journal article from the
Libraries’ databases

e an automatic search of Homer (Library
Catalog) to see if the journal where
the article was published is available at
a UConn library

e DD/ILL (Document Delivery / Interlibrary
Loan) so that you may request the
material from another library if the
article is not available from your library
in either print or electronic format

The UConn Links will get you as close to the full-
text as it can.

Sometimes you'll go straight to the full-text;
sometimes you'll have to navigate the
publisher's site yourself after that to get to the
full-text.

Remember to document the volume, issue
and year so that you can track down the
article. Essentially, a full-text link means that
full-text is available -- but you may have to do
some of the work yourself.
