RefWorks is Here 

Web-Based Citation Tool  

RefWorks allows you to import references directly 
from online databases into your personal account and  
to share your bibliographic research with others.  Web-
based means no software to download and update. You 
can access your personal account from any computer 
connected to the internet. New users must first register 
and sign up with an UConn email.   

Many of the UConn Libraries' databases—such as  
Academic Search Premier, JStor, PsycINFO, and more --
allow search results to be exported directly to 
RefWorks. In addition to the full bibliographic data, 
you can export the abstract, keywords, and other 
information, without retyping.  One the most popular 
features of RefWorks is that it can create bibliographies 
using a variety of citation formats, including MLA, 
APA, Turabian, and more. 

RefWorks is available for use off campus by logging in 
your NetID and password.
