Description
This class is the UConn student’s first formal session on academic library research.  After a brief overview of their Library’s resources and organization, students learn how to select an appropriate information resource; how to construct, implement, and revise an effective information search; how to locate, retrieve and evaluate targeted materials; and where to go for further assistance.  This session is most effective when tailored to a specific course assignment.

Objectives
After completing this session students will:
· Identify a research topic that meets the assignment needs
· Focus and refine a research topic by developing appropriate research questions

· Develop effective search strategies

· Select and use appropriate print and online research tools such as the Library’s catalog, multidisciplinary and subject specific databases, encyclopedias, web resources

· Describe differences/similarities of various types of information sources (e.g., popular vs. scholarly articles, peer reviewed journals, etc.)

· Interpret and utilize all elements of a citation for different types of sources (e.g., books, articles, and book chapters)

· Critically evaluate sources based on established standards (such as reliability, validity, accuracy, authority, timeliness, and point of view/bias) and identify those most relevant for a topic

· Demonstrate a basic understanding of correct practices of attribution of text and ideas
